I thought I would introduce one of my Corvettes to the club.  Now, in the 13 years I have 

been a member, I am sure a lot of you have seen it, I raced it in Autocross for several 

purchased it about 14 years ago from a family in Bonnie Lake.  I have always loved the 

look and feeling I get driving it. 

This one is a 1996 Corvette Collectorôs Edition Convertible with the Red 

Interior and LT1 with the Automatic transmission. It was manufactured on 

January 30th, 1996, and MSRP was $50,644.   

For those not familiar with the 96 Collector Edition, it was produced as a 

final hurrah for the C4, 5412 were produced, with around 1000 being 

convertibles.  Less than 100 featured the red interior.  

It is a well optioned Corvette, featuring Magnetic Ride and the F45 

adjustable suspension, performance rear end gears, spare tire delete and of 

course the Sebring Silver paint and the ZR1 style wheels.  It is mostly all 

original, the paint and the interior are original, I added a red stripe to make it 

stand out a bit more and it does have aftermarket exhaust. 

It had about 80K miles on it when I picked it up and is now sitting just over 150K.  It has been a reliable 

car, I think the only work I have had to do is the Opti-Spark, and a rebuild of the rear Differential (one of 

the half shafts came loose). 

When I picked up the Vette, it was obvious that although the Paint was in good shape, the engine, suspension had not 

been cleaned in years, (if ever) so I spent a winter with Q-tips and a toothbrush getting everything cleaned it.  It did pay 

off as the Vette has done well for me on the show circuit.  

I currently also have a 2005 C6 Convertible and a 1973 Coupe.  

I have owned several Corvettes over the years, a 1963, 1982, 1990, 1993, 2004 and a 2003 50th Aniversary.
